2. It is a condition of the class assignment that the applicable surveys mentioned in the Rules for Classification and Construction of Sea-going Ships, Part I, Classification Regulations have been completed with the satisfactory result and that the necessary technical documentation has been provided.

3. The Temporary Certificate of Class may be issued only after PRS has completed all overdue surveys and all overdue/outstanding recommendations/conditions of class previously issued against the vessel as specified to the Owner by the losing Society. For ships of 15 years of age and over the Temporary Certificate of Class may be issued only after the losing Society has completed all overdue surveys and all overdue/outstanding recommendations/ conditions of class previously issued against the vessel.
4. The vessel may be accepted into PRS Class under the double or dual class arrangement if there are no overdue surveys or recommendations/conditions by the first Society.

5. The Owner shall inform the first Society of his request for double or dual class arrangement made to PRS.
6. Prior to the withdrawal from the class of one of two Societies, the Owner shall inform the Societies of his intended actions when he decides to leave the double or dual class arrangement.
7. When the Owner is advised that one of the Societies suspends or withdraws class, the Owner shall inform the remaining Society of the action taken by the other Society,
8. The validity of the Temporary Certificate of Class and the subsequent Certificate of Class is subject to any outstanding recommendations/conditions of class previously issued against the vessel survey being completed by the due date and as specified by the losing/first Society.

9. If within one month from the receipt of the Survey Status from the losing/first Society, additional recommendations/ conditions of class are submitted to PRS, they shall be dealt with by the due date. Where the Temporary Certificate of Class has already been issued and the received additional recommendations/conditions of class are overdue, they shall be dealt with by PRS in the first port of call or by the losing/first Society, depending on vessel’s age as specified in Note 3, otherwise the Temporary Certificate of Class will be withdrawn with an immediate effect.
